When Gunn English teacher Jenny Munro told me
that she had seen Black Comedy and The Real
Inspector Hound playing together in London this
summer I was astounded at what a wonderful idea
this was and miserable that I hadn't thought of
ite I had always admired both of these pieces,
which now that they are together in one evening
seem an obvious fit. How shrewd of the Comedy
Theatre to come up with such a clever bill. Both
products of the sixties, the plays celebrate
visual and verbal humor with an irreverence and
edge befitting their era.

Peter Shaffer's Black Comedy was first
produced in 1965 (The same year The Beatles
released Help!). He went on to create several
masterpieces of the stage including Equus and
Amadeus. Tom Stoppard, whose love of words and
wit was first unleashed on the world with his
astounding Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead,
wrote The Real Inspector Hound in 1968. His more
recent works include Arcadia and Indian Ink, which
will be produced at ACT this season.

As the drums of war thunder in the Middle
East and bad news from Honduras continues
uninterrupted, staging a farce (or two) either
provides an extremely welcome divertissement or is
in inexcusably poor taste. Please take solace in
several soothing facts: Regular and hearty
laughter has been shown to improve both sleeping
and digestive patterns; when we laugh we forget to
cry; laughter bares the teeth for ease of
gnashing and intimidation of potential
adversaries...

One of the best parts of comedy is watching
other people get in trouble. There but for the
grace of God goes the audience, and the worse the
trouble the better. We hope you enjoy watching
our hapless protagonists get into the worst fixes
two masters of the genre can concoct.
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
